Ideas to support your child at home: 


Count forwards and backwards together within 100: counting back is proving trickier for many children. It may help to use a number square as a prompt to remember the next number. Pop into class for a number square if you would like one. Use 10p coins and 1p coins to make totals up to £1. This will help the children to understand place value and identify how many tens and ones are in numbers up to 100.


Talk about what makes your family unique and celebrate the qualities of each member of your family. Help your child to be able to talk about their special qualities and the things they appreciate about friends.


Share your thoughts and observations about the variety of plants in our locality and inspire the children’s curiosity and desire to look after them and encourage the wildlife that inhabits and rely on them.
