Mathematician 


Learn to recognise small amounts without needing to count them – subitising. 





Know that whole amounts to 10 can be split into 2 parts and be able to use sentences such as “I have 3 and I have 6, together they make 9”





Count to at least twenty, forwards and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number.


Count, read and write numbers to 10 in numerals and words.


Given a number to 10, identify one more or one less.


Recognise odd and even numbers to 10.


Count in steps of 10.


Read O’ Clock times.


Measure the length and height of objects.











Geographer/Historian





Observe and explore the seasonal changes in plants and animals associated with Autumn. 





Observe how Autumnal weather changes and how day length varies. 


Make tables and charts to show changes in the weather.














Computer Engineer 


Learn how to log on to the computer typing own surname and agreed password.


Use and programme controllable toys to give and follow instructions using forwards, backwards, left and right, whole, half and quarter turns.


Plan and test a sequence of instructions.

Share ideas with others and be able to say what they will write. Speak in sentences ahead of writing in sentences. 





Write letters that are correctly formed and can easily be read by others.





Spell words by identifying the sounds in them.

Ask and begin to answer questions about materials.





Explore what different objects are made from and name the materials: wood, metal, plastic, glass, fabric, paper, cardboard, water, rock, brick, elastic, foil.





Compare and group items together on the basis of their properties such as comparing strength and what the best material to make a hat for a particular purpose could be.














Ideas to support your child at home: 


Simple counting forwards to 100 and backwards from 10 or 20; the ‘teens’ numbers are often the hardest to learn. Talk about o’clock times in the day and show the children the position of hands on clocks and watches at these times. Play dice games where the children learn to recognise the number of spots without needing to count each one. Enjoy family walks and talk about the nature around you and seasonal changes including how it is getting darker earlier each evening.
