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Mathematician 


As mathematicians we will be looking at the place value of 3 digit numbers and exploring numbers up to 1,000. We will learn to use column addition and subtraction for 3 digit numbers, building on methods used in year 2.


We will revise our 3 times table.








Geographer


As geographers we will be locating the different continents and oceans on maps as well as the equator, southern and northern hemispheres. We will look at daylight hours in The Arctic and The Antarctic and what it would be like to live in the land of the midnight sun.








Engineer/Artist


As engineers we will be designing a shadow puppet theatre complete with shadow puppets with movable joints to retell the story of Can’t you sleep Little Bear?
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Computer Engineer


As a computer engineer, we will be identifying that digital devices have inputs, processes, and outputs, and how devices can be connected to make networks.

As part of our enquiry into darkness we will then perform a playscript based on the book, Can’t you sleep Little Bear? to perform with our shadow puppets.
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Scientist


As scientists, we will be learning that light comes from a source and that we need light to see. We will experience the dark to show that dark is the absence of light. We will investigate ways light is reflected from different surfaces.


We will investigate shadows and understand that when the light is blocked a shadow is made.
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
