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The 'Local Offer' at Wick CE Primary School

My child has Special Educational Needs. 

What can you offer at Wick?
We strive to offer all pupils a broad and balanced curriculum and school experience. This includes taking great care of children’s Social Emotional and Mental wellbeing alongside the academic aspects of learning.
Please read this document alongside our School Information Report.

At Wick we embrace the fact that every child is different and, therefore, the educational needs of every child are different – this is certainly the case for children with Special Educational Needs.

“The school has been a big support not just to my son but to me and my family. We are so grateful for all the extra things that the staff at school do to work together with us and to help my child cope with the challenges he has and to ensure he is safe and that his learning moves forward. Wick School celebrates the things my child enjoys and they know his little ways very well which means he loves coming to school. During COVID, my son was offered a place every day and when I declined due to shielding, the school checked in with me every week and they even bought me gifts to ease the isolation.”

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In terms of what we offer children with Special Educational Needs and/or Disabilities, this is different for every child. We work together as a team of Wick staff members working alongside the child, the child’s family and, where necessary, outside agencies* (e.g. a Speech and Language Therapist or an Educational Psychologist).

“We observe the other children being kind to our child and taking into account his different needs when they interact with him.”

Typically, a child with Special Educational Needs and/or a Disability will have an Individual Support Plan which sets out targets that are currently being worked on and what additional provision is put in place for that child. The targets on the support plan are negotiated, as appropriate, with the child and the child’s family. Where a child has an EHCP, targets are directly linked to the latest documentation from the LA.

“Wick is definitely the right school for our children. We feel this is a nurturing school where our children are thriving and achieving to their potential. For many children, targets will be connected to learning and will often be specifically to do with key skills in English, Maths and computing. For other children, they may be to do with social interaction, communicating with children and adults, emotional difficulties, overcoming physical issues (for example problems to do with fine motor control) … the list is endless! The most important point is this: targets depend on the needs of the child and are reviewed regularly. 
The school offers many different forms of additional provision. This can include: additional in-class support; additional out-of-class support; one-to-one support; flexible groupings (including small group work); access to specific resources; mentoring; counselling; and access to a wide range of outside agencies*. Like with individual targets, the most important point is this: additional provision depends on the needs of the child and what is realistically possible within the constraints of our physical and budgetary resources.

In addition, all Wick pupils benefit from a range of teaching and learning styles; a differentiated curriculum; a range of differentiated learning materials (both for reinforcement and extension); assessment procedures that emphasise pupils’ strengths and achievements; access to ICT; differentiated booster classes for phonics catch up Y1 one and again in Year 6; reading support and a broad range of extra-curricular activities (including residentials in Year 5 and Year 6).



Outside Agencies
